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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The construction works of Central Police Station Conservation and
Revitalisation Project commenced on 24 October 2011. This is the 68t
monthly Environmental Monitoring and Audit (EM&A) report presenting the
EM&A works carried out during the period from 1 to 30 June 2017 in
accordance with the EM&A Manual.

Summary of Construction Works undertaken during Reporting Period

The major construction works undertaken during the reporting period
include:

e Sitewide hard landscape construction;
e Timber elements repair and replacement at Blocks 1, 3, 6, 7, 9 and 14;

e Fitting out works at Blocks 1, 3, 6,7, 9, 11, 14, 15, 17, Arbuthnot Wing and
Old Bailey Wing;

e Metal works repair at Blocks 1, 3, 8, 9, 14 and 17;

e External facade repair at Blocks 3, 9, 10, 11, 13, 14 and 17;

e E&M fixing at Blocks 1, 3, 6,7, 9, 12, 13, 14, 15, Arbuthnot Wing and Old
Bailey Wing; and

e Footbridge construction.

Environmental Monitoring and Audit Progress

A summary of the monitoring activities in this reporting period is listed
below:
¢ Construction noise monitoring during normal weekdays at each

monitoring station 6 times
¢ Joint environmental site inspection 1 time
e Heritage site inspections 26 times
e Landscape & visual monitoring / tree inspection 1 time
e Vibration monitoring for other construction works 26 times
Noise

6 sets of 30-minute construction noise measurements were carried out at each
of the monitoring stations (NM2 and NM6) during normal weekdays of the
reporting period. No exceedance of the Action or Limit Level of construction
noise was recorded during the reporting period.

Cultural Heritage

No vibration monitoring was carried out for demolition works, trial piling or
pile/bored piling works as the aforementioned works were not conducted
during the reporting period.

Vibration monitoring carried out for other construction works during the
reporting period are listed below:

e 26 vibration monitoring measurements for the structural addition and
alteration works at Block 11.

No exceedance of the Alert, Alarm and Action Levels was recorded during the
reporting period.

Heritage site audits were conducted on every working weekday in June 2017
by the Heritage Checker during the reporting period.

Major observations and recommendations during the site inspections were
listed below:

8 June 2017

e It was observed that the tactile warning strip at Block 3 was not installed
in accordance with the instructions. The Contractor was reminded to
follow up and re-install the tactile warning strips.

9 June 2017

e It was observed that the scaffold was placed on the glazed tiles and that
the tiles were not protected at Block 9. The Contractor was reminded to
follow up and provide protection to the historic ceramic tiles and avoid
damage to the tiles.

19 June 2017

e It was observed that there was no protection in place during glass
balustrade installation at Block 9. Excessive grouting was observed on
tiles and walls. The Contractor was reminded to follow up and rectify
concrete grouting on tiles and walls as well as to improve site
supervision.

29 June 2017

e It was observed that improvement of workmanship was required for the
handrail replacement work at Block 3. The Contractor was reminded to
follow up.

30 June 2017

e It was observed that the protection to painted sign at Block 7 was
missing. The Contractor was reminded to follow up and provide
sufficient protection to the painted sign.

e It was observed that vegetation was growing on the building facade of
Block 6 and 7. The Contractor was reminded to follow up.

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e Improvement on cleanliness and protection to tiles were required on
ground floor toilet of Block 14. The Contractor was reminded to clean
up the area and provide protection to the tiles.

e It was observed that improvement on tidiness at Sergeants” Yard was
required. The Contractor was reminded to follow up.

The Contractor was urged to follow-up the necessary rectification based on
the inspection findings.

Landscape & Visual

Landscape and visual monitoring has commenced since October 2011 on a
monthly basis. The tree inspection was conducted on 8 June 2017 by the
arborist during the reporting period. The Contractor has erected a Tree
Protection Zone for Tree 6, 7, 8, and 9 during the carrying out of the
renovation works nearby. The Contractor was recommended to add more
mulch for the planters of Tree 6, 7, 8 and 9. Withered leaves were observed
on Tree 11 and construction debris was observed at the planter. The
Contractor was reminded to remove the construction debris from the planter.
Renovation works were observed being carried out near Tree 11 with working
platform set up adjacent to the tree. The Contractor has provided a
temporary shelter for the protection of Tree 11 during the nearby renovation
works. The Contractor should closely monitor the growth of Tree 11.

Waste Management

Wastes generated from this Project include inert construction and demolition
(C&D) materials and non-inert C&D materials. A total of 134.59 tonnes of
inert C&D materials were generated during the reporting period. 80.65
tonnes of non-inert C&D materials comprising general refuse and mixed
construction waste were generated during the reporting period. No metal,
paper/cardboard packaging or plastic waste was recycled during the
reporting period. No chemical waste was collected by licenced chemical
waste collector during the reporting period.

Environmental Site Inspection

A joint environmental site inspection was carried out by the representatives of
the Contractor, the IEC and the ET on 15 June 2017. Observation and
recommendation during the environmental site inspection include the
following:

e  Noise label for the air compressor located near Block 14 was observed
missing. The Contractor was reminded to provide and attach
appropriate noise label for the air compressor.

PROJECT INFORMATION

BACKGROUND

The Chief Executive (CE)’s 2007-2008 Policy Address highlighted
revitalisation as the guiding principle of heritage conservation and the Project
was one of the specific proposals put forward by the CE in the same Policy
Address. At the meeting of the Executive Council (ExCo) on 15 July 2008, the
ExCo advised and the CE ordered that Government should enter into a
partnership with the Hong Kong Jockey Club (HKJC) in the form of an
agreement (or agreements) to take forward the conservation and revitalisation
of the CPS project based on various guiding parameters. The Project is now
being undertaken in partnership with the Development Bureau of the HKSAR
Government. The HK]JC has taken on board the decision at the ExCo
meeting and further investigated the design and implementation of the
Project. The Project is now implemented by the Jockey Club CPS Limited.

SITE DESCRIPTION

The location of the Project Site is shown in Annex A1. The Site is bounded by
Hollywood Road to the north, Arbuthnot Road to the east, Chancery Lane to
the south and Old Bailey Street to the west.

The Site comprises three Declared Monuments designated under the
Antiquities and Monuments Ordinance in 1995. They are:

e  Central Police Station;
e  Former Central Magistracy; and
e  Victoria Prison Compound.

They are collectively named the Central Police Station (CPS). Annex A2
shows the location of the Declared Monuments within CPS and the buildings
within the CPS.

Monitoring Parameters, Frequency and Programme

Weekly construction noise monitoring was conducted in accordance with the
requirements stipulated in the EM&A Manual. The monitoring programme
for this reporting period is shown in Annex D.

The construction noise levels were measured in terms of A-weighted
equivalent continuous sound pressure level (Leg) in decibels dB(A). Leg (30min)
were used as the monitoring parameter for the time period in between 0700 -
1900 hours on normal weekdays. Supplementary information for data
auditing, two statistical sound levels Lip and Lo - the levels exceeded for 10
and 90 percent of the time respectively, were also recorded during the
monitoring for reference. The measured noise levels were logged in every 5
minutes throughout the impact monitoring period.

Monitoring Equipment and Methodology
